Community members and business 
leaders in the Lennox Head area are 
being encouraged to provide input 
over the next few weeks into the 
proposed extension of Hutley Drive.

If approved, a two lane road way 
will be constructed extending from 
the existing section of Hutley Drive to 
the intersection of North Creek Road 
and Skennars Head Road, Lennox 
Head. SMEC Australia P/L is currently 
preparing an Environmental Impact 
Statement (EIS) which will assess the 
environmental, social and economic 
aspects of the road.

Ballina Shire Council’s Group 
Manager of Civil Services, John 
Truman, said as part of the process, a 
preliminary road concept design has 
been developed and public comment 
is now being sought.

The proposed road will be 
approximately 13 metres wide with 
a road corridor of 20 metres and 
will include a shared pedestrian and 
cycleway.

“As urban development continues 
to expand within the local area, 
Council has recognised the need 
to extend Hutley Drive,” said Mr 
Truman.

Amazingly the shadecloth over Ross Park playground 
was replaced 3 days after I submitted my last article 
and in the last week of school holidays - however better 
late than never! Enquiries about $55,000 earmarked 
for another Management Plan for the bus shelter area 
(now labelled Lennox Head Foreshore Plan) reveals 
that $5,000 is for someone from Southern Cross Uni to 
prepare the plan with the remainder to implement the 
plan. Limited Community consultation will take place 
before finalisation and apparently a make-over or rebuild 
of the bus shelter is possible as well as gardens and a 
playground for the older children all of which would be 
welcome.

The ammended Kings Court Reservoir proposal is in 
the library till 15th March for comment showing BBQ 
facilities, children’s playground, toilets and landscaping. 
At our Feb meeting organisations affected by the changes 
to Lennox Bowls and Sports Club by the parent body 
Ramsgate Club Group asked for our assistance. This 
being a community concern a committee was formed of 
representatives of the groups who met in Lennox with 
the Ramsgate CEO on Feb 9th. Many concens were dealt 
with in a long meeting where it was made clear that 
more consultation and cooperation needs to take place 
between the Ramsgate Group and the Lennox Head 
community or we are in danger of losing the club which 
has been the meeting place for so many groups over 
many years.

The wooden table and seating built by our Coast 
Care group was installed and inspected by a council 

representative on Feb 10th and given the thumbs up by 
all - it is located at the northern side of the Surf Club.The 
Council officer was most impressed by the professional 
construction and installation and feels that more could 
be of used along the beach front as there are none 
between the Surf Club and the bus shelter and would be 
making this recommendation to Council.
