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In a significant change to surf school regulation in our 
shire, Ballina Shire Council is now calling for tenders for 
the operation of surf schools, stand-up paddle schools 
and elite surf or specialist surf schools.

Council is offering three surf school licences, three 
stand-up paddle schools licences and four licences for 
elite surf or specialist surf schools.

In the past, licences have been automatically reissued to 
the same operators each year, but, with a limited number 
of licences available, new operators were unable to enter 
the market.

According to Council, it needs to manage the number 
and size of operators on the shire’s beaches and ensure 
that they do not adversely impact recreational beach 
users. At the same time it recognises that surf schools 
provide a unique visitor experience and it is important 
that the shire has professional and reputable operators 
providing these popular activities. 

Tenders for surf school operators close 2.00pm Tuesday

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SPECTRE IN RED
About 10 years ago local Lennox resident Gerry Percy 

fell in love with a wooden sculptural piece called the Red 
Sceptre and bought it. Intrigued by its natural beauty and 
historical significance Gerry held onto the metre square 
art piece, despite the fact that it was really ‘too big for any 
normal sized house.’

Spectre in Red was created from the root system of a red 
cedar tree, which fell into the Cudgera Creek in Northern 
NSW, probably in the late 1800s.

At that time this area was covered in red cedar forests 
until the loggers came to harvest the ‘red gold’ as the 
timber was then called. Cedar cutting formed one of the 
major early industries in this area and was responsible for 
much early settlement. Not surprisingly, very little of this 
timber remains today.

Over four years, this magnificent work of art was hand 
polished, oiled and finished with beeswax and American 

orange oil to 
give it its unique 
appearance.
